A graduate of Troy State University and Jones School of Law at Faulkner University, he used his knowledge as a C.P.A. and Attorney-at-Law to mentor colleagues and business associates. As a church and civic leader, his talents as a teacher and speaker were modeled and used to lead and serve young and old alike. As a family member, father, and friend, his loyalty, devotion and expressions of kindness were so much a part of his life. 

At the age of 48, Doug was diagnosed with chronic myelogenous leukemia on June 6, 1997. The progression of his leukemia required a bone marrow transplant on March 5, 1998 at the University of Alabama at Birmingham. After a courageous and victorious battle with leukemia, Doug's earthly life ended seventy-six days after his transplant on May 20, 1998, due to the aspiration of a blood clot.
